Indiana’s Lifeline Law 
People younger than 21 who are under the influence 
of alcohol will not be prosecuted for crimes such as 
possession, intoxication, or consumption of alcohol 
if they call 911 to seek medical help for another 
person or in cases of sexual assault, as long as they 
cooperate with police. The law also protects minors 
from legal consequences during an alcohol-related 
and/or substance-related emergency.
